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GCSEs/Vocational Qualifications

What are Vocational Qualifications (NCFE/BTEC/CNAT)?
Vocational qualifications are:

* career-focused

e grounded in the real world of work.

* Their friends will be going through the same stress as them, so
they can bounce ideas off them.

* College and Sixth Form providers can also give advice
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Are their post-16 choices affected by the GCSE
choices they make now?

 Some A-level options don’t require them to have studied them
at GCSE first — for example, Psychology, Economics, Media
Studies or Law.

* Some A-levels, like Sciences, History, Geography,
Computer Science may no longer be open to them if they don't
study at GCSE.
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They should be able to answer 3 questions about
their choices?

— Does it contain courses that matches their career aspirations?
— Does it feature content they will enjoy learning and be interested in?
— Will the types of assessment help them reach their potential?
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Will students get their first choices?

We will do our utmost to fit all students into their preferred
choices, but this cannot be guaranteed. This is why we ask
students to provide two back-up choices.
