We will also be giving all students a comprehensive revision pack with the specific revision 
guides they need, revision materials and information on the relevant exam boards and 
access to revision materials such as GCSE pod and past papers. 
 
This event has been set up to support our Year 11 and you, as their parents, in this 
important year. By the end of the event, you and your child will be equipped with revision 
strategies and tools that help students prepare for their exams. We have arranged this in 
September, as the first mocks begin in November, immediately after October half term. This 
final year will move very quickly, with the final GCSE exams starting in May 2026.   

 
We are helping our students prepare from the very start of Year 11, where we expect 
students to work and revise independently for 2 hours each school night. We will also help 
students plan a healthy balance of revision during weekends and holidays in the school year.
